1) Is National Curriculum music taught for a total of at least 30 minutes every week at KS1

2) Is National Curriculum music taught for a total of at least 45 minutes every week at KS2?'

3) Do all the children have the opportunity to sing, together with others, at least once a week?(e.g. in an assembly)


4) As Music Coordinator, do you have active links with the local music education hub?


5) Do the children have the chance to experience music with the weekly support of visiting professionals?


6) Is the school able to show how visiting external providers complement and enhance the delivery of National Curriculum music?

7) Do you have a school music policy?


8) Does the school have evidence that the policy supports inclusion? (e.g. data on gender balance and uptake by pupils entitled to free meals or looked after children)


9) Does your school have a choir that meets weekly?


10) Do all pupils have the opportunity to learn a musical instrument in a whole-class situation for at least a term at some time during KS2?


11) Does your school have an (extra-curricular) instrumental ensemble that meets weekly?


12) Do pupils have the opportunity for progression through small group or individual tuition at school?


13) Do teachers regularly participate in music CPD opportunities?


14) Do children have the opportunity to perform in school?


15) Do pupils have the opportunity to perform in other venues?


16) Do pupils experience external projects that help to support National Curriculum music and the arts?


17) Is music timetabled throughout the school day?  (i.e. not just in the afternoon)


18) Is the school actively involved in the local music education hub and helping to drive change?


19) Does the school lead music CPD opportunities to help support other schools?

20) Does the school have evidence to show pupil progression in musical learning?


21) Are you able to provide evidence that music-making across the school is of a high quality?
